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Project Reach Out

Thanks to our generous sponsors, Project Reach Out (PRO) had a
successful 2005 serving the orphans of Ukraine. Truly, we could
not do this without all of the kind people who have helped us
these past few years. The following highlight the most recent
accomplishments:

In 2005, PRO replaced old windows in an 80,000-square foot orphanage in Ivano Frankisk,
with double-paned, insulated windows. The work was completed over a six-month period,
on time, with costs inline with original estimates. Children now have warmer bedrooms,
classrooms, and bathrooms.

Ivano Frankisk continues as our focal point
in 2006. We feel strongly that the 250
children there arein great need, and that the
government and local agencies are now
reciprocating our efforts. They are catching
I thevision. When we started visiting Ivano
= Frankisk in 2002, we saw few signs of
cooperation. However, persistence is paying
off, as the Department of Education has
replaced the roof, partially renovated the
kitchens, and indicated their desire to do
more work. Our partial matching program is
working, with other local firms contributing
as we keep moving forward.

In 2005, PRO finished construction of all improvementsin Lutsk, culminating the efforts
of six years of various construction and aid projects. All rooms have now been renovated,
with extensive work done in the kitchen and sleeping/play areas. Based on the quality of
the improvements, the local government decided to replace the roof - at their cost.
Vitamins, food, clothing, baby strollers, walkers, and cleaning supplies were also donated
in Lutsk.

We completed our work in Lutsk, and are happy to see the government taking a more pro-active
role. Adoptions have more than quadrupled from that facility since we began work in 2000. The
kids are healthier, which isdue to six years of daily vitamins, better food, and more sanitary
living conditions.



In 2005, PRO donated food, medical equipment, and clothing to an orphanage of 120
children in Lviv.

Our god in 2006 is to continue with adoptions and renovation
work. We will spend afew daysin Kyiv to become better
acquainted with newly formed adoption rules, and to update the
government on our accomplishments. We have several families
who are very interested in adopting some of these children, and
our goal isto see all of these desiresfulfilled. We fedl that the
better conditions of the renovated orphanages are increasing the
probabilities of adoption.

Additionally, we plan to further the renovation work in Ivano
Frankisk, and to get as much done in this period of government
cooperation as possible. Our plansin Ivano Frankisk and
elsawhere include:

Renovation of deeping rooms with new floors, walls, and ceilings, with new beds, desks,
and shelves

Continue renovation with shower rooms, bathrooms, kitchens, and medical facilities
Research options for replacing aroof at a 60,000-square foot orphanage in Lviv

Asaways, our efforts will be determined by the
funds we can secure. |vano Frankisk is our largest
priority, and we will do as much there as we have
ability. The need is great, and we have the
infrastructure to continue with extensive renovation.
The roof in Lviv would be alarge project, and we
have only agreed to undertake it if the government
will pay for half of the work and materials.
